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FAMILY EMPOWERMENT SCHOLARSHIP—EDUCATIONAL OPTIONS

The Family Empowerment Scholarship—Educational Options (FES EO) Program was established to
enhance Florida's menu of education options. It will provide Florida families with the opportunity
to select the school that best meets their students’ needs and enables them to reach their academic
goals.

The FES EO program provides eligible students a scholarship to attend a private school selected by
the parent. A student is eligible for FES EOif the student is a resident of this state and is eligible to
enroll in kindergarten through grade 12 in a public school in this state. Priority for program
participation is set as follows:

B A student whose household income level does not exceed 185 percent of the federal poverty
level or who is in foster care or out-of-home care.

B A student whose household income level exceeds 185 percent of the federal poverty level but
does not exceed 400 percent of the federal poverty level.

Prior to scholarship funds being awarded, the student must be accepted and enrolled in a
participating private school. For a list of eligible schools, please view the Department's Private
School Directory at https://www.floridaschoolchoice.org/information/privateschooldirectory/. A
private school that is currently eligible to participate in any of the scholarship programs is eligible
to participate in FES EQ; however, parents should contact the school to inquire as to whether the
private school will participate in the program.

Parents who are interested in applying for FES EO should first contact one of Florida's two approved
scholarship funding organizations (contact information below) to complete the income verification
process.

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BECA DE EMPODERAMINETO FAMILIAR—OPCIONES EDUCATIVAS

El Programa de la Beca de Empoderamiento Familiar—Opciones Educativas (FES EO) se establecid
para enriquecer las opciones educativas en el estado de Florida. Con este programa familias tienen
la oportunidad de poder elegir escuelas que mejor motiva y establece las necesidades de los
alumnos para poder alcanzar sus metas académicas.

Un alumno es eligible para la beca de FES EO si el alumno es residente del estado de Florida y
registrado en el kinder hasta el duodécimo grado (K-12) en una escuela publica en Florida.
Prioridad para poder participar en el programa estd establecido de la siguiente manera:

B La familia de un alumno debe tener ingresos que no sobrepasen 185 por ciento del nivel federal
de pobreza o que el alumno este en el sistema de orfanatos o un programa que requiere
atencion fuera del hogar.

B La familia de un alumno sobrepasa 185 por ciento del nivel federal de pobreza, pero no sobre
pasa 400 por ciento del nivel federal de pobreza.

Antes de que los fondos de la beca sean administrados, el alumno deberia ser registrado y
aceptado en una escuela privada que participa en el programa. Para una lista de escuelas eligibles,
por favor visita el directorio de escuelas privada dentro del departamento de educacién de Florida,
https://www.floridaschoolchoice.org/information/privateschooldirectory/. Una escuela privada
gue es eligible y puede participar en cualquiera de los programas de becas también es eligible para
participar en el FES EO; pero, padres deberian contactar a la escuela para cualquier pregunta
acerca sila escuela privada participa en el programa y acepta las becas ofrecidas por los programas.

Padres que estan interesados en aplicar a la beca de FES EO deberia contactar a una de las dos
organizaciones que administran los fondos de la beca (informacion de contacto esta abajo) para
completar la verificacién de ingreso.
